“Even Ardrossan and Southern Eagles put up
some great fights against worthy opponents, it was a
great season from a talent perspective.”

Audience numbers proved the season was suc-
cessful, with crowd numbers a key statistic for the
success of 2025.

“We had another record-breaking season in the
league in terms of crowd numbers, including record
crowds at the first final in Bute and the prelim in
Kadina,” Haylock said.

“The talent that each club brings into the league
helps with this and the talent grows each year which
is amazing to see.

“Clubs go out and get good quality players so it’s
great to see that players want to come to our league
and it will continue moving forward”

The league also has big plans for 2026, with an
emphasis on junior development in the YPFL.

“We are going to put more money into junior
development, as well as get new guernseys for the
under 13, 14 and 15 sides, which will be great for
junior talent,” he said.

While excitement about next year is brewing,
Haylock cannot look past this weekend, with a huge
matchup taking place in Maitland.

“It speaks for itself I think, these two teams
(Moonta and CMS Crows) have made somewhat of
a big rivalry in the past five or six seasons, so it will
be a great watch,” he said.

Coach Aidan Zwar said the side has
not had the season it hoped for, with the
number of injuries a factor in the 2025
campaign.

“We have had to overcome plenty
of injuries this year which has been a
big challenge,” he said.

The history

Looking back on recent YPFL history,
it is hard to imagine success without first
thinking of Moonta and CMS Crows.

There hasn’t been a more successful
side than Moonta on the Yorke Peninsula
in the past decade, winning four of the
nine premierships.

Two of those victories have been
against the CMS Crows, who have fea-
tured in plenty of grand finals in the past
decade, but only had one win in 2021, a
one-point victory against Moonta.

Since 2021, these two sides have played
off in three grand finals, with another to
come in 2025.

They have been the two in-form sides
since 2021, with Kadina the only other
side making a grand final in this time.

The Crows have changed significantly
in the past 12 months after last year’s dev-
astating 40-141 grand final loss of at the
hands of the Demons, bringing in elite
ball winners and proven match winners.

The preview

These two sides have met three times
this season, with the Crows taking the
head-to-head battle so far with two wins.

However, when you reach the grand
final, the form guide goes out the win-
dow. Both sides can win on their day,
which has been proven throughout the
season, so it will be a battle for all to see
this week.

Dropping just two games in the home
and away season, Moonta has been
viewed as the team to beat for most of
2025, but a strong second half has helped
the Crows gain the respect they deserve
after a slow start.

Moonta could be without inspirational
captain Ryley Maitland, who was taken to
hospital by ambulance after the prelimi-
nary final against Bute. But the Demons
have some great talent in the B grade wor-
thy of stepping up, including YPFL B grade
best and fairest winner Seth Gregory.

This is a matchup that looks set to
impress again in the 2025 decider, and
all are hoping the rain holds off come
Saturday.

“It has really hit home for
me in the finals with each
team playing in one place on
the same day and being able
to see the quality of netballers
across all grades,” Daniel said.

Daniel says the quality of
umpiring has improved, with
lots of league umpires gaining
their C Badges in 2025.

A netball C Badge is the
entry-level umpire accredi-
tation in Australia, signifying
a basic understanding of game
management, rules and um-
piring techniques.

“Next year we are
hoping to look at increasing
the capacity of our coaches
through Netball Australia
and Netball SA accreditation
programs as other resources;”
Daniel said.

The bottom five A grade
teams managed 24 wins
between them in 2025, the
highest since 2017 when the
bottom five had 23 combined
wins.

“It is always amazing to see
a range of clubs performing
well and having strong sea-
sons in a healthy competition,”
Daniel said.

“We put a lot of work into
providing opportunities to de-
velop our players, in particu-
lar the Country Champs and
regional development clinics,
that all clubs and players have
access to, to keep our associa-
tion strong.

“It makes us realise how im-
portant it is as an association
to put in the time and energy
to make sure these opportuni-
ties continue to be available”
